» TURKMEN GATE IN OLD DELHI

I hold a map of 0Old Delhi with markings in English. Among all
the interesting details, my attention was grasped by a small
dot marked as «Turkman Gate». I had heard some time ago of the
Turkmen tracks in India, especially about Bayram Han Turkmen.
Now that I was in Delhi myself, I had a good chance to see
those places with my own eyes, something that I could actually
do in a very short time, thanks to my hotel being located not
too far from Red Fort, the heart of Old Delhi.

So, Turkmen Gate is a short ten-minute drive by rickshaw from
Red Fort, the former residence of the Great Mughals. My sister
and I set off for the Gate early in the morning, when it was
not very hot. Our rickshaw driver could easily locate the
place, since the neighborhood around the Gate is called the
Turkmen Gate area and 1is very well known among Delhi
residents. This is a quite busy area, with constant traffic of
cars, rickshaws and buses.

The Gate itself has survived structurally in good condition.
It is a powerful and massive structure in the form of twin
towers united by a stone arch. Dense grayish masonry impresses
visitors by its strength and beauty since it was built to
endure for centuries. Pinkish stone with white marble fringing
covers its fa-cade. Petalled notches on top of the towers
crown the Gate with austere elegance.

Turkmen Gate was built around the 1650s and named in the honor
of a sufisaintHazrat Shah Turkmen Bayabani, whose shrine
located closeby is dated to 1240. The writing over the
shrine’s door reads:

DARGAHHZT. SHAH TURAK-

MAN BAYABANI

TVRAKMAN GATE, DELHI.



The word «dargah» means shrine.

As is evident, the spelling of the word «turkmen», depending
on the country and epoch, var-ied, for example, another name
of the gate «TurkumanDarwaza» sounds more familiar to us.

In the 17th century, 0ld Delhi, also known as Shahjahanabad,
had fourteen city gates, but only five of them have survived
to the present day in good condition, and Turkmen Gate is one
of them.

Turkmen presence in India has deep roots. According to
historic documents, Turkmens of Halaj tribe founded a state in
Northern India in the 10th-1lthcenturies.

After the conquest of Delhi by Ba-bur in 1527, ties between
the Indian subcontinent and the Central Asian region
strengthened further. With the accession of the Great Mughals,
rose the star known as Bayram Han Turkmen, a renowned military
com—mander and statesman, one of the co-founders of this
striking Empire.

The most famous among the Great Mughal rulers are the
following six:

Period of rule

Babur 1526-1530
Humayun 530-1556
Akbar 1556-1605
Jehangir 1605-1627
Shah Jahan 1627-1658
Aurangzeb 1658-1707

After Babur’'s death in 1530, his son Humayun continued the
expan-sion to the new lands.

It was during Humayun’s rule that Bayram Han Turkmen became
fa-mous. Using his talent of diplomacy and warrior, he
repeatedly saved the newly created Empire from in-vasion and
disintegration. In 1556, Bayram Han in the battle of Panipath
defeated the army of Hema, which was threatening to seize
Delhi. This important victory consolidated the rule of the
Great Mughals and at-tached to Bayram Han’s name the fame of



military commander. It 1s not surprising that Humayun
entrusted the upbringing of his son, Akbar, to Bayram Han.
After Humayun’s death in 1556, Bayram Han being the guardian
of the young prince, in de facto ruled the Empire of the Great
Mughals up to 1560, until Akbar reached the age of 16 and
accepted the reins of government.

Some historians think that Akbar was the greatest among the
Mughal sovereigns. Coming into power at his teen ages, he then
ruled the Em-pire for 49 years! During his reign,
multinational and multi-confessional India entered a period of
stability and prosperity.

However, the public has heard much more about another ruler —
Shah Jahan, the one who built the world’s «eighth wonder» —
Taj Ma-hal in Agra (two hundred kilometers away from Delhi).
Shah Jahan dedicated this «flying in the air» white marble
mausoleum to his beloved wife, Mumtaz Ma-hal, who died during
child-birth. As the legend goes, the ruler’s love for Mumtaz
was so strong and his grief so profound that his hair turned
grey overnight. Construction of Taj Mahal began immediately
after Mumtaz’s death in 1631 and lasted until 1653.

Over 20 000 workers were involved in the construction of the
mausoleum, and many of them came from Central Asia.
Descendants of those skillful masters are still living in Agra
and its suburbs. Quite a lot of them practice the same
profession as their ancestors did several centuries ago -
carving of marble and stones. In the multitudinous souvenir
shops across Agra, one can see countless numbers of marble
statuettes and handicrafts, and the most popular of them are,
of course, miniature copies of Taj Mahal.

The reason for my emphasis on the construction of Taj Mahal is
that it was at this same time that Shah Jahan built the main
sights of old town in Delhi: the Red Fort, Jama Masjid, and 14
city gates, including Turkmen Gate.

It is interesting that unlike other gates of 0ld Delhi that
bear the names of cities and regions they lead to (for example
Lahori gate or Kashmiri gate), Turkmen gate is the only one
named in the honor of a specific person.
